SCFHF 2008-2009 League and Provincial Conference Playoffs

League Playoffs Conference Qualifier

1. The SCFHF play offs will be a single round robin, home ice format. In Divisions or 4 or 5 teams may play a double round robin, if scheduling time permits. 

2. In Divisions of Teams 6 or more the schedule will be divided into 2 rounds. The first round teams will be seeded based on Regular League play. The top teams will play a round robin format verses the bottom teams. 

3. Once this round is played the top 4 teams are then reseeded based on the results/pts of the regular season. The top four teams will then play for Provincial Conference Playdowns. If a Provincial host team is top 4 they will not be included and the next ranked team will qualify for Conference Playoffs. Team 1 vs Team 4 and Team 2 vs Team 3.

4. The league playoff games will be regular season game lengths. No time outs allowed.

5. The second round of league playoffs will be to finish the round robin i.e. the teams that have not yet played each other. For Divisions of 4 or 5 Another round robin can be played IF time permits and ice is available.  

6. The top 2 teams after the round robin will compete for the League championship. There will be no semi-finals. 

7. Team standings will be based on 2 points for a win, 1 point for tie, 0 points for a tie.  If two or more teams tied in total points teams with the higher standings shall be determined by:

a. The record of the two teams in games against each other(total points) head to head.

b. If still tied, the goal spread in games between the tied teams only(goals for less goals against)

c. If still tied, the team(s) scoring the most goals in games against each other shall finish higher.

d. If still tied, repeat steps a to c, but include the records of all teams in the tournament.

e. If still tied, the higher standing(s) will be determined based on the ratio of goals for to goals against to three(3) decimal places(goals for divided by goals against). In calculating this ratio only the records of the teams tied against each other shall be considered. In calculating this ratio only the record of the teams tied against each other shall be considered.

Conference Playoffs

1. Conference Playoffs will follow HNSMC Regulation #12

2. Teams will play best 2 out 3 series. Games will be 3 periods 15 minute periods with a flood between the second and third period.

3. Teams ranked 1st and 2nd will have home ice advantage for game 2 and 3 if ice available.  But flexibility maybe required getting the games played. 

4. One 30 second timeout per team per game is allowed.

5. If a Conference Playoff game is tied at the end of regulation then overtime will be required. Teams will have a 5 minute rest without leaving the ice, not change ends and commence a 15-minute stop clock, sudden victory period. If still tied teams will have a 5 minute rest and the second overtime period will be reduced to 5 players(4 skaters and 1 goaltender). If still tied after the second overtime the third overtime period will be reduced to 4 players(3 skaters and 1 goaltender). The maximum overtime periods will be up to the discretion of the regional directors. Flood between overtime periods will depend upon time available.

6. In the event of a penalty during the second or third overtime period the non-penalized team will add a skater for the duration of the penalty to a maximum of 5 skaters and 1 goaltender. 

7. Winners of Conference Playoffs will represent the SCFHF at the Provincial Tournament
